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Activism is for groups a significant means to participate in the formation of government policy that affects them. To
be physically present in the public eye enables a group to reach a broader, and significantly more arbitrary, audience,
rather than closed meetings where leaders are likely to be preaching to the converted.

Educational institutions that promote egalitarianism are guaranteeing that the upper ranks of the academy will
continue to be dominated by the culture of the elite. In turn, this supports inequality and oppression outside of
institutions, creating a cultural and economic gap between the working and privileged classes.
